‘Your faith has healed you’ Matt 9:27-34.

Jesus asks his disciples. ‘Why are you afraid?’

Jesus is the One who even the wind and the lake listens his voice and obey.  Despite we have seen miraculous healings…

In the land of Gadara, two people (Gadarenes) possessed by evil spirits, meet Jesus. They know that he is the Son of God.

They also know the end times, Rev 20:10.

Jesus healed those who were blind, who could not speak.

Two blind people ‘Son of David, have mercy on us.’

They went in to where Jesus was staying.

Jesus: ‘Do you believe that I can make you see?’

v.29 Touched their eyes, saying it (the healing) will happen by your faith.

1) Jesus did not respond to them immediately.

Jesus checks us if we have faith – aiming to deepen the faith we have, and to make our faith sure.

When you think your prayers have not been answered, God's attempt is to try to see if you really have faith and if you really want to get better by faith.

2) Gospel, good news /salvation of souls: forgiveness of sins, reconciliation with God.

The Good News has set us free from all sorts of religious practices that keep us from close relationship with God.

We serve God as a renewed person.

>The situations when we fall into stop seeking God:

· we give up when things have remained the same for a long time.

· People who have remained the same for years; in illness, when the condition does not get better.

        My mother in a state of not being able to help herself.

3) ‘Have pity on me.’ Crying out.

Matt 9:27, Isaiah 9:7; 29:18

Jesus did not immediately ask about those who could not see.

Jesus asked ‘do you believe that the One who helps you is God?’
9:28 They continued to appeal. They even came into the house. where Jesus was staying.

They: there is only One who can fix you.

4) True faith [faith in Jesus] leads into his/her action.

9:30. Jesus wanted to gather those who seek healing only (who admit that they need of healing). 

Jesus heals because he has compassion, but it is a spiritual healing that heals sickness caused by sin, He heals the world?.
9:28. the blind men wished; they insisted. The determination that nothing or no one should stop them from finding Jesus. If you believe in Jesus, He should the most important One of all.　No matter what, you will put Jesus first and no one and nothing can stop you.
5) The Jesus’ purpose 

The Jesus’ purpose is to heal those who are under sin, suffered in sickness and blindness.

Only Jesus Christ can ‘forgive and deliver us from sin.’

9:32. evil spirits, evil Satan, were acting violently whilst Jesus was on earth.

6) The Pharisees, v35-38.

Chapter 9: The Pharisees held Jesus guilty of four matters.

1. defiling God; Blasphemy.

2. having fellowship with sinners; Befriending outcasts

3. unbelief: not having a heart to believe; impiety

4. serving Satan. Serving devil.

Why did they think 1-4.

1. because Jesus disregarded their right to control their religion.

2. because Jesus weakened their control over His people.

3. they considered it is inappropriate for Jesus to challenge their beliefs and practices.

4. because Jesus exposed that what they were doing was not sincere.

9:34 The Pharisees' attitude of questioning Jesus, arguing with him and analysing him in detail stems from jealousy.

7) What kind of time do we stop the work of God;?

We stop God from working through us when we concern how we are seen by others (concern surroundings over God). When we do things by our common sense, we stop God from working.
